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The subject is interesting for the investigation. However, it is recommended that the authors make significant

modifications to the methodology and results. 

It is also recommended that the authors consult the apa 7th edition guidelines for correct citation and reference of the

studies. 

It is recommended that the authors use more updated references, since competencies in education are a recurrent topic

that has been extensively researched in recent years, and studies of interest in line with the research topic can be found.

Abstract

It is recommended that the Abstract follows the recommendations for writing a good abstract: 

The abstract is the abbreviated representation of the content of the document, so it should gather the same information in

the order indicated: IMR&D

I (Introduction/Objective of the study)

M (Methodology)

R (Most significant results)

D (Discussion)

“Wattiez Franco (2007, cited in Beneitone et al., 2007)”: It is recommended to mention the document or the main citation,

avoiding "cited in". Otherwise, it is recommended not to include references in the Abstract section.

Introduction  

It is preferable to include more references and, if possible, more current references.

(Delors, 1996; Ciria Cosculluela, 2008; Clark, UNESCO; 2015): The authors' surnames should be mentioned following

the alphabetical order (Ciria-Coscolluela, 2008; Clark, ¿? ; Delors, 1996; UNESCO, 2015). In addition, the year of

publication relative to the Clark study is missing.

UNESCO, at the 1998 World Conference, declares that higher education in the 21st (…): The acronym or abbreviation

of an organization cannot appear if it has not been previously mentioned. You must indicate in the text to which
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organization you are referring to and include the acronym in parentheses, so that the reader will know what you are

talking about from that moment on. 

(2007, cited in Beneitone et al., 2007, p. 35): Ibidem of the mentioned before, in the text it should not appear " cited in",

simply mention the original reference where it has been written. In the citations of the text in an article, the page where

it is found should not appear. 

(Martínez López, 2008, p. 29-30); (Pulido Trullen, 2008, p. 36): It is recommended to remove the page number. The

citation in the text does not correspond to the bibliographic reference provided.

“About action, Londoño (2015) —in his book about teaching and evaluating Competences in higher education— says

(…)”: it is recommended to eliminate this clarification, the book should be referred to in the corresponding section

(references).

 (Perrenoud, 2001; Morín, 1999, p. 23): Authors should be listed in alphabetical order and the page should be deleted. 

(Perrenoud and Carreras Barnes, 2008; Armengol Asparo, et al., 2011): replace “and” with "&" and sort the authors in

alphabetical order

 “according to Armengol Asparo (et. al, 2011, p., 73-74)” The reference is incorrect: Armengol-Asparo et al. (2011). 

“(...) something in return (Escobar, & Carlos, 2014, Marín 2017)”: Delete comma

“behaviors (Gutiérrez Sanmartín, Escartí Carbonell, & Pascual Baños, 2011)”: Citations should be adapted to APA 7th

EDITION, when there are more than 3 authors, the first one is mentioned followed by et al. and the year of publication

of the article. 

(Guedea Medrano, 2008, p. 18).: Delate page number 

“In order to achieve this goal, the researchers measured the level of importance and the level of development of

Generic Competencies in undergraduate students of last semesters from a University of Barranquilla. Therefore, the

Generic Competencies were classified in order of importance (from highest to lowest) according to the perception of

the participating students.”: this whole paragraph corresponds to methodological aspects 

Methodology

It is recommended to add more information in the methodology section. The methodology section should include the

following aspects: 

Participants: It is recommended to include more details about the participants such as mean age, what % of students

correspond to each level; gender of students, etc.). Was the sampling incidental?

Instrument used: Details of the instrument (number of items, validation and reliability, etc.). 

Procedure used to collect information: how was the information collected? How was the questionnaire sent to the

students? When was the questionnaire passed out?

Statistical analysis: what statistical tests were used. Mention if the variables are parametric or not and show a normal

distribution.

Results

The results should be in line with the results obtained in this study. They should appear as a function of the average and
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add the data corresponding to the standard deviation. In the same way, the results should be explained in terms of which

were the most valued competencies, and which were the least valued (both transversal and general). 

The discussion with data from other studies should be included in the Discussion section. 

 (...) establish relationships or learn new concepts" (Ortiz & Gravini, 2012, p. 141): page number hould be deleted. 

"The resulting data generates great concern, since the Ministry of National Education of Colombia (2008, 2009)

states.": Change "," to ";"

"Economy perspective, with a systemic and complex vision that satisfies current and future human needs (Ull Solis et.

Al, 2009).": Modify by (UII Solis et al., 2009).

Discussion and conclusions 

In the discussion section, the data from our study should be discussed with previous studies. 

According to the section on conclusions, the limitations and benefits of the study and the prospective study should be

mentioned.

References

It is recommended that authors consult the 7th Edition of the APA guidelines and adjust references accordingly. Some of

the references included in this section are not cited in the text (they are underlined in red). Likewise, in some cases the

reference and the citation do not coincide.
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The reference is not correctly cited. References must be in accordance with APA7th edition. Example:

No corresponde a APA 7º Edición. Apa dice lo siguiente para más de un autor 

Referencias con más de un autor: Este es un punto dónde hubo actualización de las Normas APA en la séptima

edición. En la sexta edición, se hablaba de hasta 7 autores y más de 7 autores. Ahora, en las reglas actualizadas,

hablamos de hasta 20 autores y de más de 20 autores. Hasta veinte autores: Los nombres de los autores deben estar

invertidos (Apellido, Nombre); Debes informar los nombres de hasta veinte autores en la lista de referencias.  Más de

veinte autores: Si el libro/artículo tiene más de veinte autores, debes enumerar los primeros 19 autores y luego utilizar
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puntos suspensivos después del nombre del 19° autor. Después de las elipses, escriba el nombre del último autor de la

obra.
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
