No obstante, considero que no estan del todo desarrollados conforme a una visién global o dirigida a todo tipo de
lector/a, sino demasiado centrados en la vison cristiana, haciendo demasaido hincapié en lo que esta vision pretende transmitir, pero sin hacer
suficiente reparo en visiones no cristianas, simplemente desde la sociologia o psicologia social, con sus autores correspondientes. Por ejemplo, la
definicion o significado de la "familia" desde esta ciencia. 3. El apartado centrado den la sostenibilidad o uso de los recursos naturales, podrian ser
mas amplio, no solo proporcionanado datos estadisticos que vislumbran las consecuencias del cambio climatico y de la accion humana, sino
abordarse desde un punto de vista de la psicologia ambiental, y considerar que determinados comportamientos sontraproducentes son debidos, por
ejemplo, a la baja Indentidad Ambiental (Clayton, 2003) de las personas, excasa conexién con la naturalez, convicciones morales respecto al medio
ambiente... es decir, son muchas variables a tener en cuenta, que influyen de manera notable en la conducta humana, y que se ven reflejadas tanto
en el show televisivo, como en los especatoderes del mismo.

1. | believe that the type of article that is intended is a systematic review, since no study has been carried out that
corroborates or demonstrates that the values that the program instills are counterproductive. Therefore, the literature

reviewed should be more in-depth, not so brief.

2. The sections into which the so-called "discussion” is divided, which in itself | don't think should be called that, are well
selected for a structured critique. However, | consider that they are not fully developed in accordance with a global vision
or aimed at all types of readers, but rather too focused on the Christian vision, placing too much emphasis on what this
vision is intended to convey, but without paying enough attention to non-Christian visions, simply from sociology or social

psychology, with their corresponding authors. For example, the definition or meaning of "family" from this science.

3. The section focused on sustainability or use of natural resources could be broader, not only providing statistical data
that glimpse the consequences of climate change and human action, but also be addressed from an environmental
psychology point of view, and considering that certain behaviors are counterproductive are due, for example, to people's
low Environmental Identity (Clayton, 2003), little connection with nature, moral convictions regarding the environment...
that is, there are many variables to take into account. account, which have a notable influence on human behavior, and

which are reflected both in the television show and in its viewers.
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4. On the other hand, in the section that talks about the religion created or invented by this family, too much emphasis is
placed on sustaining Christianity as the only valid religion, for this reason | repeat again, that the article would not be
aimed at a generic reader, but very specific. Unless, for its correction, one speaks in the psychology of religion, which

covers psychological issues related to religious practice.

5. In short, | think it is necessary to deepen and generalize, as well as review the paragraphs carefully, since in some
there is a tendency to use repeated phrases. Likewise, | recommend delving into the conclusion, it is if possible one of the

most important parts, this being too concise, and again too focused on Christianity.
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
